Goodwill Licensing Update  

Spring is upon us and summer is fast approaching.  

Appropriately enough, the change in season brings changes in the  

 Licensing world as well.  First, we have hired a new  

Licensing Specialist named Emily Braithwaite who is  

currently in training and will soon be taking over the caseload  

recently vacated by Kelly Fulkerson.  Also, the new Rules and   

Regulations for FCCH (Family Child Care Homes) went into effect on 

January 1 st.  During supervisory visits each of you are now being 

provided a òConsultation Formó which is basically a tool that addresses areas of change in 

the new rules.  If there are areas observed during the visit that still need to be brought into 

compliance, they are indicated on that form, and the expectation is that these areas are 

brought into compliance within 90 days.   

(Please note, however that the response process involving the Report of Inspection has not 

changed.)   

Finally, most of you have inquired about the òRequest for Temporary Flexibility.ó  This form 

is available on the State website at www.cdhs.state.co.us/childcare  and should actually be  

submitted to your Licensing Specialist who will forward all requests to Denver following  

perusal.  Please remember that you must receive a response from the State office before you 

begin operating under the conditions of the request.   As always, you are welcome to contact 

your Specialist with any questions and we thank you all for your support during this time of 

change.  Your efforts and commitment to our children is appreciated.
